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Our collecting tin is getting full – what should I do next?

Thank you for displaying your BPA collecting tin. Your support is greatly appreciated. If your tin is getting full and you’d like to empty it, please do the following:

Before opening the tin, check for evidence of tampering. If you feel that there is reason for concern, please contact the BPA.  The seal on the tin is self adhesive paper so that any attempt to break the seal can easily be detected.

Once the tin is open, count the money in the presence of a witness, double checking the final amount to avoid complications when paying into the bank.
Banking:

· The full contents of the tin should be banked without the deduction of any expenses or fees.
· Once you have counted the contents please fill in the paying-in slip we provided.

· Pay the money in to your nearest branch of Lloyds TSB.
· Please note that the stamped counterfoil must be returned to the BPA as confirmation of banking. On receipt the BPA will send an official receipt.

· Please also keep a copy for your own records.   
We keep a full list of all numbered tines and details of the corresponding locations with a record against each tin of the amount banked.

What should I do with the empty tin?  
· If you’re willing to keep the tin and use it again do give us a ring and we will be happy to send you a new set of tin seals together with a paying-in slip.

· If you no longer wish to keep the tin, please return it to us so it can be used again.  You can claim postage expenses back from us if you send us the postage receipt (please make sure you use the cheapest postage method available).  However, if you would be happy to cover the cost of postage yourself it would be much appreciated, and would allow more of the money you have worked to raise to go to where it is most needed.
